To mark the 20th anniversary of the Earth Summit, the United Nations is organising the Rio+20 Conference on Sustainable Development in Rio de Janeiro in June 2012.

It is therefore important to understand what has happened over the last 20 years, how the “Rio deal” came to be made and on what basis, and to see how globalisation, the economic crisis, the rise of the emerging countries or the problems of implementation have completely redefined the general framework, allowing criticism of the concept of sustainable development to mount.

The global governance that appeared to be emerging in Rio seems to be unattainable, as it comes up against a return of sovereignty and a redefinition of democratic fora at different levels, among other things.

Rio 2012 is the opportunity to redefine an agenda for the coming years that both reflects today’s reality and contains a certain number of objectives that, since Rio, have remained valid.
